Since class time
is limited, only a limited number of examples can be given in class. You can find a large number of examples
worked completely in the text. If you are diligent, you will find these examples a great help in completing the
homework assignments and earning a satisfactory grade at the end of the semester.

Lecture: The primary method of classroom instruction will be by lecture during class time. The class time will be
divided between lectures on new material and working problems at the board. It is extremely important that you
attend class regularly. You are responsible for all the material presented in the lectures, regardless of attendance.

Homework: Homework assignments will be made frequently, and will coincide with the class lecture. The homework
problems may be either examples or applications of the theory presented in class, or expansion of that theory.
You may complete the homework either individually or in small groups. Working in small groups is encouraged
provided that each member of the group actively contributes to a discussion of the material and to solutions of
the problems. You are responsible for completing every homework assignment, regardless of class attendance.
Homework will be collected each Monday except the first day of class and graded.

Extra Credit: There is no extra credit for any reason. All points must be earned on the homework and the final
examination.

Make-Up Work: There are no make-up grades for any reason. Students failing to turn in a homework assignment
on the day it is due will be assigned a zero for that assignment. Students having an excused absence on the day
homework is due will have their homework average entered for the missed grade. Absences must be excused
before they occur except in extraordinary cases, such as active military duty, jury duty, or hospitali Befiug.
