cies on alcohol and tailgating below: 

Alcohol policies: 
-It is illegal for anyone under the age of 21 to purchase, consume or possess alcohol; if 
caught violating the law or university policy, you will be referred to through the univer-
sity judicial system. You may also face arrest and prosecution through the court system. 
 
-If it is apparent that you have been drinking (due to behavior, the smell of alcohol, etc.) 
those observations constitute sufficient grounds for charges of underage consumption 
or other alcohol conduct code violations. 
 
-If you are 21 or older and choose to drink alcohol, it is your responsibility to learn how to make educated, informed decisions regarding alcohol 
consumption and its potential impact.  
 

Tailgating policies: 

1. Tailgate parties in designated campus parking areas during major campus events which are announced by the President's office on an 
annual basis (such as home football games) are authorized.  

2. Participants in tailgating parties are expected to follow all relevant laws and policies, including not serving alcohol to anyone under 21 
years of age, not giving alcoholic beverages to any obviously intoxicated person, and not driving while intoxicated.  

3. Tailgating parties must follow the university's Tailgating Policy.
