Registration, Education and Action 
 
iServe Mentoring is composed of 20 mentors and 203 freshmen. Each mentor will serve as the 
team leader of 10 freshmen to carry-out voter registration and Get Out the Vote projects. 
Mentors will organize and plan each of the projects and maintain records of student participation. 
Each mentor will meet with each freshman and the mentoring coordinator bi-weekly. Students 
will have an opportunity to earn a total of 100 points which will count as 10% of their POLS 
1101 course. 
 
Voter Registration Project       August 15-October 1 
 

o Public Service Announcement            By September 26 
 Students will complete one public service announcement for voter registration to 
 encourage other students to register to vote. Students will randomly select a class to 
 present a 2 minute PSA before the class starts or at any student organization meeting. 
 Freshmen must contact their mentors to let them know when the PSA will occur. Each 
 student will complete a PSA form with signatures of other students witnessing the PSA to 
 give to his or her mentor. The purpose of this activity is to inform students of the  voter 
 registration deadline.        5 points 

 
o Team Community Outreach            September 15-26 

 Mentors will work with freshmen to organize a voter registration in the community. 
 Examples include a door-to-door voter registration, arrange to set-up a registration 
 table at a local store, community event, or etc.    25 points 

 
o Team Campus Outreach             September 8-12  
 Mentors will lead their teams to create effective methods to register students to vote. 
 Mentors will create a plan to register UWG students to vote and delegate various tasks to  
 freshmen to complete the project. The project will consist of the following two 
 components: printed publication to distribute as a reminder for registration deadline and 
 Election Day (poster, postcard, or etc.) and voter registration in a high traffic area on 
 campus.          25 points 

 
Get Out the Vote Project              October 6-November 4 
 

o On-Line Discussion of an Issue                 October 13-17 



 Each student will initiate a discussion pertaining to a campaign issue. Students may post 
 discussion on facebook.com, MySpace.com or westgeorgiastudents.com. Students will 
 print a hardcopy demonstrating proof of the discussion with at least 4 responses from 4 
 different individuals. The objective of this assignment is to engage students in 
 conversations about democracy.      5 points 
 
o Phone-A-Thon             October 20-24 
 Students will participate in a phone-a-thon campaign for Get Out the Vote. Mentors will 
 guide freshmen through the process of contacting people in the community. Freshmen 
 will contact 25 people in the community during the phone-a-thon campaign. 15 points 
 
o Team Campus Outreach                October 27- 31 
 Mentors will lead their teams to create an effective method to remind faculty, staff and 
 students of the Election Day on November 4. Mentors will create a plan to inform the 
 campus community and delegate various tasks of the plan to freshmen to complete the 
 overall project. The project is to create a unique method to advertise the Election Day to 
 the campus community through television. Teams will collaborate to produce a TV 
 commercial to air or a radio public service announcement.    25 points
