University Teaching/Instructional Assignments

Courses Taught:

Collecting and Analyzing Data For Change. This Doctorate Level course focuses on the collection and analysis of data sources relevant in the educational studies and emphasizes analysis of work samples, observations, inquiry data, artifacts, and test scores. Students become skilled in using methods of authentic assessment to evaluate student learning.

Cherokee Rose Writing Project. This master’s and specialist level course is an intensive and in-depth theoretical based study for P-16 educators. The focus is to study research-based practices of incorporating writing into classrooms to lead to school improvement and student change.   

The Reading Writing Connection. An analysis of the ways in which the language and literacy areas of reading and writing are combined to create and develop literacy and developing learners.

Children’s Literature. A survey of the past and current literature available for use with the young child as well as the role literature should play in early literacy development.
Children as Writers. A methods course that assists the pre-service teacher as he or she develops a clear understanding of his or her role as a writing teacher of young children with an emphasis on how theory and research drives curriculum decisions.

Classroom Management. A methods course in which students examine and observe theoretical constructs of classroom management and develop practice skills to manage children, resources, instruction, curriculum, and facilities to provide effective and meaningful learning. 

Teaching Internship. Supervision of interns in full time and directed classroom settings.

Teaching Internship Seminar. A seminar course designed to engage interns in critical reflections of issues, topics, materials and skills appropriate to their professional development and teaching 

Introduction to Middle Grades Education. This course introduces middle level education with emphasis on the historical, philosophical, and organizational perspective identified with effective programs developed for early adolescents.

Childhood Development. This course is an in-depth study of the theories and processes of human development from birth through pre-adolescence. Emphasis is placed on the developmental requirements and characteristics of children prior to and during schooling through pre-adolescence, as well as developmental readiness as it applies to the teaching and learning process.

Developmental Psychology. A survey course of human development as explored through various psychological perspectives.
