Undergraduate certificate/minor in Latin American Studies requires 6 credit hours of 
approved foreign language coursework at the 3101/3102 level; completion of the gateway 
course, Peoples and Cultures of Latin America (ANTH 4144), for 3 credit hours; 
completion of 9 credit hours to be chosen among electives offered in the following 
disciplines: History, Political Science, Spanish, French, Music, XIDS, Geography, and 
Psychology.
