CD must 	
	 be in a jewel case and clearly labeled with student’s name.
3. 	 Copy of high school transcript(s) (incoming Freshmen only) 
	 OR transcripts from all colleges previously attended  (transfer students only)
4. 	 (2)  letters of recommendation from a former teacher or employer  (not a relative.)
5. 	 An approximately 500 word Statement of Intent outlining goals or interests in pursuing your 		
	 desired area of concentration.
