4. use implicit differentiation to find derivatives. 

5. apply differential calculus to related rate, maximum-minimum, and curve sketching problems. 

6. demonstrate their understanding of the definition of the indefinite and definite integral. 

7. apply the Fundamental Theorem of Calculus.
8. Compute definite and indefinite integrals using the techniques of inspection and u-substitution

Tests :
There will be four 50-minute tests, which will be in-class and closed book tests. Calculators are allowed. Your lowest test score will be dropped. Tests are graded on a 100-point scale. No make-up tests will be given without a university-approved excuse or doctor’s note, and I must be informed of your absence no later than the day of the test. 

Final Exam:

The final exam is cumulative.  It is a closed-book exam. Calculators are permitted. There will be no make-up final exams.

Quizzes:
There will be approximately twelve quizzes. All quizzes will be given on Fridays. Your two lowest quiz scores will be dropped.  Quizzes are graded on a 10-point scale. No make-up quizzes will be given; missed quizzes (the first two of them) will be considered to be those that are dropped. If more than two quizzes are missed, each missed quiz beyond the first two will be given a grade of 0.
Homework:  
Homework will be assigned at each class meeting. It is to be completed by the next class meeting.  Although homework will not be collected or graded, it is ESSENTIAL to your success in the course that you do the homework regularly, and on time. Part of every homework assignment is to read the corresponding material in the text.

Academic Honesty:  

Any act of academic dishonesty on one of the quizzes, tests, or the final exam will 

result in an F for the course. 

Classroom etiquette: 

It is important that every student and the instructor be able to learn and work in an  

atmosphere that is conducive to learning. For this reason, interruptions, excessive noise, 

or other potentially distracting behavior should not take place during the scheduled 
class time (this includes cell phone or other electronics use, arriving to class very late, leaving class early, eating a meal, etc.); exceptions must be cleared with instructor in advance.  Eating or drinking in class is discouraged; if you must do so, it should not be at all distracting. All cell phones must be turned off before the class starts! 
Other (some advice on how to succeed):

It is very important that you allow at least 8 hours per week outside of class for homework and study. Also remember: this is a 4-credit course, so the weekly work load is significantly greater than for a typical 3-credit course. 
The material in this course is best learned gradually, over the entire semester. Most of your learning should come from working homework problems on your own. It is much better to break up your homework/studying each week into several (four or more) days than to have fewer (even if they are longer) study blocks. 
Start studying for a test at least a few days before the test (definitely do not wait until the day before the test).
Use my office hours, Mr. Hatch’s office hours, or the Math Tutoring Center, or email me with questions when you find yourself confused about any of the material – don’t wait unnecessarily long before seeking help, because not understanding one topic is likely to affect your understanding of later material.   
And although I’ve already said it, it is worth repeating – complete all of your homework assignments on time.
