Here are the answers to my most frequently asked questions:
Q:  How do I calculate my grade?

A: Add up the points you’ve earned. Divide that number by the total possible points (see syllabus). Multiply that number by 100 to get a %.

Q: Can I do extra credit work?

A: No.

Q: When and where is the final?

A: see the syllabus.

Q: I’ve failed my first 2 exams. Can I still make a B in your class?

A: No.

Q: How is the attendance grade calculated?

A: I take the number of times you were present, divided by the number of times I checked to see if you were present, and then covert that to a score out of 50 pts.

Q: How can I get my absence excused?

A: If you were taking part in a University-sponsored activity or field trip, if you were attending a birth or funeral, if you or your child were ill with something contagious, or if you had a court date.

Q: How can I succeed in your class?

A: Come to class.

Q: I have an 89% in your class. Will you bump me up to an A?

A: It depends on how well behaved you were in my class.
