Course Description and Learning Outcomes

This introductory course is a survey of the major developments and themes in
world history from the earliest civilizations through the Age of Discovery. We will look
not only at individual societies, but also at cross-cultural interactions between societies,
which play a crucial role in shaping the course of human history. We will also explore
how historians develop their understanding of the past, including the way concepts and
theories from other academic disciplines enrich our understanding of history, and the
impact of current concerns and trends in scholarship on our interpretations of the past.

You will learn to analyze and interpret information from both primary and
secondary sources. You will develop map skills and an appreciation for the impact of
geography on history. You will further develop your critical thinking and
communication skills as well.
