Textbook: Stewart, Calculus, 6th Edition, Early Transcendentals Single Variable

Course Description This is the first course in the Calculus sequence. Students are assumed to
be familiar with the main concepts and ideas in Algebra and Trigonometry in Chapter 1 (though we
review them briefly and quickly). We will cover chapters 1-5.

Learning outcomes: The student will be able

— to compute limits
— to understand € — § definition of limits

— to compute derivatives of polynomial, rational, exponential, logarithmic, and trigonometric func-
tions

— to apply calculus to optimization, related rates, and curving sketch problems
— to understand the definition of the indefinite and definite integral
— to apply the Fundamental Theorem of Calculus, both I and II

— to compute the definite integrals using the techniques of integration by inspection and integration
by substitution

Homework: Homework will be assigned almost every class. Although it will not be collected and
graded, you are strongly encouraged to do all of the problems in order to completely master the
materials studied in class, and to prepare for quizzes and exams.

Quiz: On Mondays, we will have 15-minute quizzes, except Quiz 2 on 01/19 (Tuesday) due to Martin
Luther King day 01/18.

It usually covers the materials from the previous week. The questions on the quizzes will be mostly
of the “quickie” variety which can be answered on the spot, without much calculations. If you attend
the lectures and are diligent in doing the homework assignments, you should have no problems with
the quizzes. Missed quizzes cannot be made up for any reason, and instead, three lowest
scores will be dropped at the end of the semester.



Hour Exam: There will be 3 one-hour exams. If the student has a provable excuse (such as an
official university field trip or doctor’s note) and notifies me well in advance (at least one week
earlier), then missed hour exams may be made up prior to the actual test date . Somebody’s wedding
or gathering with a boy/girl friend after several months are NOT appropriate excuses.

In case an unforeseen case occurs (such as sudden illness the day before the exam) and you cannot
make the exam, notify me before the exam. Then you will be “excused” and the average scores of
the other hour exams will substitute the missed hour exam. This “excused” score can work only one
time; you cannot fall sick whenever take hour exams.
