Homework Questions:

Pattern for Reader / Student Responses

For each history text assignment you will be asked to write then short responses to ten questions that are largely in your control.

The best answers will reveal in brief text a detailed knowledge of a part of the chapter and a personal connection with that section.  Each question asks you to answer what in your opinion or in your life or according to what you have read or learned, so keep that in mind.  

I will try as best I can to adapt the tests in accordance with your answers.  For example, if several of you make an important case for the date, say, AD 325, then I will put that date on the test as a question.

Ten Questions: Submit Answers via Email
Note there is some flexibility for your answers: make them work for you.

Dates:

(Questions 1, 2, 3 or 4): Select three or four dates from the chapter and write a short paragraph 2-5 sentences for EACH date as to why in your view these are central.  Your reasons could taken into account a significant change in history, an important development or ending to something else.  It could be related to an important creation.

Terms or Concepts:

(Questions 4,5 or 6):  Select two or three key terms or concepts from the chapter and write a short paragraph 2-5 sentences for EACH concept as to why in your view it is important to know.   Usually these concepts will be the kinds of things that cover a wide array of effects.

Persons:

(Questions 6, 7, 8, 9): Select three or four persons from the chapter and write a short paragraph 2-5 sentences for EACH person and why you think that person is worth singling out for either influence or just being a remarkable individual.

Synthesis:

(Question 10):  What can you say about the big picture of the chapter you have read?  If you had to tell a friend about the chapter and had very little time what would you focus on?
