Format: You may type your essay or use a blue book.  Blue books can be purchased at the bookstore and should only be used by those with legible handwriting. 

Essay Assignment (75 Minutes):  Select one (1) prompt and write a thoughtful, well organized, grammatically correct essay on the film Brokeback Mountain.  Your analysis must be argumentative and based on a close reading of the text (i.e. the film).  As such, you should refer to specific textual evidence in your essay.  Remember to leave adequate time (15 minutes) for revision and proofreading.  
During the essay exam, 

· you may bring a one page (front side only) outline of your essay, as well as your grammar handbook, and a dictionary.  

· you may not use internet programs, email, thumb drives, or disks of any sort.

· Please note that bringing a pre-prepared essay to the exam is absolutely prohibited and will result in a zero on the test.
Prompt Selections:  
1. In what ways does Brokeback Mountain challenge assumptions and prejudices concerning romantic love?

2. Analyze the differences between Ennis and Jack’s approach to their relationship.  Why, in particular, does Ennis refuse Jack’s plan to start a ranch together?  How does this affect Jack over the years?

3. Pick either Ennis and Alma or Jack and Lureen and analyze what kind of relationship they have, especially in its juxtaposition to the relationship between Ennis and Jack.

4. What is the function of nature, specifically Brokeback Mountain, in the film?
