--French 3210 Topics in French Literature: La nouvelle de langue française.
This course will use the genre of the short-story to explore contemporary French and Francophone cultures and societies.  Specifically, we will look to writers such as Albert Camus, Raymond Queneau, Assia Djebar, Jean-Marie Gustave Le Clézio and Gabrielle Roy—to name only a few—in order to examine the theme of belonging and marginalization.  Our explorations will give attention to the specific cultural context in which the text is written as well as the distinct narrative strategies that help constitute the genre.  In addition to studying short-stories from around the French-language world, students will write brief response papers and short essays, as well as compose a short-story of their own.
--FREN 3100:  Composition and Conversation.  This course is for the student who has already taken the equivalent of FREN 2002 or who is simultaneously completing that course at the Institut de Touraine. In this course, the student attends the Institut de Touraine’s language classes (the level is determined by the placement test given to all students and includes between 19-23 hours per week in the Institut’s classrooms).  An additional text may be assigned. There are additional written assignments and conversational meetings with a University of West Georgia professor.  An additional text may be assigned.      

--FREN 4150: Advanced Language Skills.  In this course, the student attends the Institut de Touraine’s language classes (the level is determined by the placement test given to all students and includes between 19-23 hours per week in the Institut’s classrooms).  There are additional assignments and tests based on an advanced grammar text, as assigned by a University of West Georgia professor.
