3) The internship course can be taken for three (3) credit hours (entails working
150 intern hours for the semester) or six (6) hours of credit (entails working 300
hours for the semester).
4) Locate an internship site. May consult the blue internship notebook located in
the office manager’s office during business hours (8:30 — 4:40pm).
5) The only way to register for the internship course is to take the necessary
approval form to the registrar’s office. You cannot register on Banweb!
