b.      This issue was the first time authors were allowed to order offprints; most did.  

c.       Still need to catch up with papers submitted during Rob Woolfolk’s tenure.  Next issue will be Fall/Winter-double issue to catch up.

d.      Journal has been receiving around two submissions/month.  Most are high quality, some are international and cross-disciplinary.

e.       Rates for subscription for non-members raised from $10 to $20; Institutional rate raised from $30 to $35.

f.        Electronic archives for journal will soon be available, will date back 9 issues.

g.       Call for papers for Fall 2007 in current issue (Guest editors John Christopher and Lisa Hoshmond).  March 1 deadline for submission.
