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Wesley Foundation or Fish House? Which
name connects with your time at 1518
Maple Street? Prior to the early 1990s, a
sign identified the structure at this location
as The Wesley Foundation. Then a new
sign, a new campus minister, a new name—
The Fish House came to identify the place
and the community. Today we are forming a
stronger connection with our United
Methodist identity, and so another new sign
bears the cross and flame and the name
“United Methodist Campus Ministry.” The
symbol bears witness to our connectional
identity as United Methodists. The name
clearly states who we are and what we are
about. We have kept the name “Fish
House” because that name is still how most
students think of the place. The most
important name we bear, however, is the
name of Christ, and the ministry we share in
Christ’'s name, whatever we call ourselves,
is what really matters at 1518 Maple Street
or anywhere else we happen to be.
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Fish House students spent several days of
their spring break at SIFAT, a mission
training organization that helps people
around the world develop appropriate
technology to provide for their communal
needs. Students worked at the SIFAT
campus in Lineville, AL, to repair and stain
bunkbeds, collect scrap metal, and clean out
several storage areas in preparation for
SIFAT’s summer youth camp season.
Students also helped with a new irrigation
system for SIFAT’s farm. Students hope to
continue their ministry with SIFAT this
coming year.
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This summer, the small group Bible study
has used Bishop Will Willimon’s book, This
We Believe, to consider some of the major
doctrines of The United Methodist Church.
Students have engaged in a study of
Scripture from a Wesleyan perspective in
order to think theologically and connect with
their everyday concerns in the world.
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Campus ministry is all about helping
students discern God’s call upon their lives.
For some students that call will be to full-
time ministry in the church. Two former
students are now serving as youth pastors in
United Methodist Churches. Ryan Shostak
is the youth pastor at First UMC in
LaGrange, GA. Britt Martin is the youth
pastor at First UMC in Alexander City, AL.
Britt and Ryan were active in youth ministry
during their time at UWG and lived at the
Fish House where they served in leadership.
While many people coached and
encouraged them along the way, they both
credit their ministry at the Fish House as
very important to their formation for ministry.
We give thanks to God for the ministry of
Ryan and Britt.
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Student Forum was held at Shenandoah
University in Winchester, VA, May 27-30.
College students and campus ministers from
United Methodist campus ministries across
the United States gathered for creative
worship, great fellowship, and leadership
workshops designed to help students claim
their voice as young adults in the church.
Our own Jimmie McDonald was one of three
students from Georgia who attended the
event. Karen Kagiyama and Joseph
McBrayer, the director of the Wesley
Fellowship at Emory University, attended as
campus ministers.
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Ouir first fundraiser banquet on March 12
was a wonderful evening of memories,
friendship and great support for campus
ministry in 2010! More than 100 people
attended the evening dinner with former
Wesley Foundation Director and pastor of
St. Andrew UMC, Dr. Don Harp. A short
movie that included an interview with
founding director Dr. Bill Holt along with
music from the Fish House praise band
added to the celebration. We raised nearly
$3500 from tickets and donations that
evening. Dr. Harp issued a $1000 matching
fund challenge to the Rome-Carrollton
District. We hope to meet that challenge by
the end of the summer and add to our total!
