The Panhellenic Council (CPC) serves as the governing body for the seven National Panhellenic
Conference sororities at UWG. The Panhellenic Council executive board is comprised of
women from different chapters who collectively promote the ideals of scholarship, leadership,
service, and leadership.

NATIONAL PAN-HELLENIC COUNCIL

The National Pan-Hellenic Council (NPHC) is the official coordinating board for the
historically black Greek-letter fraternities and sororities at UWG. NPHC’s purpose is to foster
cooperative actions of its members in dealing with matters of mutual concern. To this end, the
NPHC promotes the well-being of its member organizations and provides leadership training
for its constituents. The NPHC Executive Board is committed to upholding the core values of
scholarship, leadership, friendship, and service.

HONOR SOCIETIES

GAMMA SIGMA ALPHA

National Academic Greek Honor Society (GSA) is the premier organization committed
to the academic success of our members and alignment with the academic missions of
the host instutions. Students are eligible for membership based on grade point average
and membership in a Greek fraternity or sorority. The Society strives to uphold the high
ideals of scholastic achievenment and therefore, only students with a cumulative grade
point average of 3.5 or above (on a 4.0 scale) at their junior or senior year are eligible.
Gamma Sigma Alpha was founded at the University of West Georgia on April 3, 2018,
with the induction of eight undergraduate chartering members.

ORDER OF OMEGA

is a co-educational, social fraternity and sorority honors fraternity. Members of the
fraternity and sorority community are selected based on their dedication to fraternity and
sorority life, overall scholastic record, outstanding character, and leadership initiative.
Order of Omega recognizes the top three percent of fraternity and sorority leaders on
campus, and is one of the greatest honors bestowed on a member of the fraternity and
sorority community that they can receive.

RHO LAMBDA

The Greek letters Rho Lambda stand for Panhellenic Leadership. Those who are leaders
light a torch in the darkness for others to follow, and the flame is the symbol of Rho
Lambda. Rho Lambda honors women within the entire sorority community who have
exhibited the highest qualities of leadership and service to the community and to their
sorority. The members of Rho Lambda have furthered the ideals and principles of the
fraternity and sorority community throughout their years of sorority affiliation. Rho
Lambda was founded at the University of West Georgia on September 24, 2003.

THE LAUREL -
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HOW DO I JOIN?

Anyone interested in joining a fraternity or a sorority is encouraged to attend
information sessions which occur during summer orientation and throughout the
school year. This will provide prospective members an opportunity to find out
more about the chapters on campus as well as the recruitment/intake process.
All potential members must meet the minimum GPA requirements set by the
university and the individual chapter they wish to pursue membership.

PANHELLENIC SORORITY RECRUITMENT

The seven sororities that are members of the National Panhellenic Conference
participate in formal sorority recruitment each fall semester, which gives potential
new members a chance to visit with each chapter and follow a fully structured
schedule of events.

INTERFRATERNITY COUNCIL RECRUITMENT

The nine fraternities that are members of the North American Interfraternity
Conference participate in formal fraternity recruitment each fall semester, which
gives men a chance to meet each IFC fraternity and its members.

The eight National Pan-Hellenic Council fraternities and sororities as well as the
two multicultural Greek organizations participate in membership intake. This
is organized by each of the individual chapters. Any student wishing to pursue
membership should attend NPHC Covocation or MGC Showcase to learn about
the active chapters on UWG’s campus.

UWG FRATERNITY AND SORORITY LIFE HISTORY

Fall 1967 — Phi Sigma Delta was the first local
social sorority to be established at West Georgia

Fraternity and sorority members with houses in The Village have the opportunity to live in the
chapter house after you have completed your freshman residency requirement. A comprehensive fee
is charged to all initiated members not living in The Village per semester by Housing and Residence
Life. This fee is $300 a semester and will appear on your tuition, fees, and charges from UWG. This
fee will allow access to your organization’s house and support the cost of all common living spaces
inside your house such as the chapter room, kitchen, office, etc.

COST TO JOIN
Membership Dues

Please note that there is a financial commitment associated with joining a fraternity or sorority. In
order to operate, chapters charge membership dues. Dues expenses are based on the organization
membership is held and what the operating costs are associated with that local chapter, national
organization, and any other fees associated with it.

During your new member or pledge period, you may be asked to pay an initiation, new member,
or pledge fee. Don’t worry, this is a one time fee and secures your membership with the chapter’s
national headquarters.

After initiation, there are costs associated with membership in a fraternity or sorority. When
pursuing an organization, do not hesitate to inquire about the financial commitment associated with
obtaining a membership before you apply, during you active membership, and after your college
experience.

POTENTIAL NEW MEMBER BILL OF RIGHTS

The right to...

* be treated as an individual.

* be fully informed about the recruitment
process.

* ask questions and receive true and objective
answers from recruitment counselors and
chapter members.

* be treated with respect.

* be treated as a capable and mature person
without being patronized.

* ask “How?” and “Why?” and receive
straight answers.

* have and express opinions about recruitment
counselors.

* have inviolable confidentiality when sharing
information with recruitment counselors.

» make informed choices without undue
pressure from others.

* be fully informed about the binding
agreements implicit in the acceptance and
card signing.

» make one’s own choice and decision and
accept full responsibility for the results of
that decision.

* have a positive, safe and enriching
recruitment and new member experience.

ACADEMIC REQUIREMENTS FOR SOCIAL FRATERNITIES AND SORORITIES

In order to participate in recruitment or intake,
a first-time university student must have a 2.0
UWG adjusted GPA from high school, and UWG
(or transfer) students must have a 2.0 University
GPA based on a minimum of 12 hours of non-
developmental University work.

However, Panhellenic Councils suggest that students
have a minimum of 2.5 GPA because some sororities
cannot extend bids to students who have below a 2.5
UWG adjusted GPA.

Each chapter has its own guidelines however, and
some have requirements as high as a 2.8 GPA. The

GPA required by IFC, MGC, and NPHC chapters is
a 2.5; however, some also require a higher GPA.

A student must maintain full-time student status
(minimum of 12 credit hours) during his/her new
member period.

The Center for Student Involvement administers
these policies. If you have questions or would like
to receive a copy of the complete policy governing
Fraternity and Sorority Life Organizations, contact
the Center for Student Involvement in the Campus
Center.

CAMPUS ALCOHOLIC BEVERAGE POLICY

Georgia law requires that individuals be 21 years
of age or older in order to possess or consume
alcoholic beverages. The University of West Georgia
enforces this law. For additional information on a
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student’s personal responsibility regarding alcoholic
beverages, see the Student Conduct Code, Appendix
A. The university’s complete alcoholic beverage
policy is available online.

HAZING STATEMENT

Any practices, ceremonies, behaviors or rites of
induction which tend to occasion, require or allow
mental or physical suffering, are prohibited.

Specifically, hazing is defined as any action taken
or situation created, intentionally or unintentionally,
on or off campus, which could be reasonably
expected to produce mental or physical discomfort,
embarrassment, harassment, ridicule, the violation
of university rules and regulations, the violation of
the laws or policies of the parent organization and/
or the violation of any local, state, or national laws.

All rules and regulations of The University of

West Georgia as well as local, state and national
laws shall supersede those policies of national

or local organizations. All assessments as to the
appropriateness of an action will be considered
within the context of the standards of the total
university community.

Activities considered to be hazing shall include one
or both of the following elements: coercion, either
overt or covert, and production of physical or mental
discomfort in either the participant or spectators.
Activities will be considered hazing even if the
activity is said to be “voluntary.”

It shall be a violation for any person to haze any
student in connection with or as a condition of
precondition of gaining acceptance, membership,
office, or other status in a school organization.

HOW TO REPORT HAZING

The University of West Georgia has a zero-tolerance to hazing policy and all fraternity
and sorority headquarters forbid hazing and are committed to a membership education
period that instills a sense of responsibility and concern for all members.

FRATERNITY AND SORORITY LIFE TERMS

Active A member who has been initiated into lifelong fraterni-
ty or sorority membership and participates in chapter activities
at the collegiate level

Alumni(ae) An initiated fraternity or sorority member who has
graduated from college or withdrawn from the campus

Badge The pin of an initiated member or new member

Bid A formal invitation to membership in a fraternity or sorori-
ty

Call or chant An audible sound used by members to acknowl-
edge or gain the attention of other members. Calls may vary
regionally within organizations and some organizations may
use more than one call.

Chapter The local collegiate group of a national fraternity or
sorority

Continuous Open Bidding (COB) The period outside of formal
recruitment when a fraternity or sorority with membership may
extend bids.

Collegian/Collegiate Member A formally initiated member of
a fraternity or sorority

College Panhellenic Council (CPC) The governing body of the
seven Panhellenic sororities at UWG

Crossed The same as being initiated. The term means differ-
ent things to different groups, but generally means crossing
over from being a pledge to being a full member. Most groups
record this time to the second. Term also refers to crossing the
burning sands.

Drop The term used to refer to someone who de-pledged or
stopped pledging

Formal Recruitment A period of structured membership selec-
tion

Fraternity A name applying to all Greek Letter organizations
by ritual, pin, and strong ties to friendship and moral principles
Interfraternity Council (IFC) One of three governing body of
fraternities at UWG

Informational Meeting A meeting to gain insight about an
organization

Intake A descreet process that an individual goes through to
become a recognized member of a NPHC or MGC organiza-
tion

Initiation A formal ceremony that brings about the transition

from new members to initiated members

Legacy A brother or sister, son or daughter, nephew or niece,
grandson or granddaughter of a fraternity or sorority member
Line A term somewhat equal to a new member class

National Pan-Hellenic Council (NPHC) Governing body of
the historically African American “Divine Nine” organizations
Neophyte New member of an NPHC or MGC organization
New member (Aspirant or Candidate) A person who has prom-
ised to join a fraternity or sorority, but has not been initiated
Multicultural Greek Council (MGC) A council governing the
culturally based organizations

Philanthropy A charity undertaken by fraternity or sorority
chapters on a campus, community, or national level.

Pin/Badge The active pin is worn on the chest designating an
initiated member of a certain chapter. A new member pin is
similar and is used to designate a new member of a chapter.
Potential New Member (PNM) A person interested in being a
member of a fraternity or sorority

Preferencing During the last part of Panhellenic sorority re-
cruitment, a potential new member determines which particular
sorority she is willing to join. The potential new member lists
three sororities in her order of preference

Quota The specified number of new members each Panhellen-
ic sorority can accept during formal recruitment
Recommendation A letter written by a member of the fraterni-
ty or sorority recommending men or women for membership
Recruitment Counselor (RC) A sorority member who has
disaffiliated during Recruitment to assist Potential New Mem-
bers. She will be assigned a group of PNMs to help guide them
through the process of primary recruitment. Any RC can be
used by a PNM for assistance throughout recruitment.

Ritual The values and beliefs by which members of an orga-
nization live which is oftentimes depicted in organizational
ceremonies

Sorority An organization of women that emphasizes leader-
ship and personal development, banded together for education,
philanthropic, civic, and social purposes

Stroll (also known as party walk, party hop): A line dance done
by members of cultural Greek organizations; usually done at a
party or step show
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
