TAX FILING SEASON 2020 (FOR TAX YEAR 2019) | DEADLINE: APRIL 15, 2020

If you 1** arrived in the U.S. in 2020, RELAX —
nothing to file this year.
Everybody Else: Do you want a refund?

You need to understand your tax filing
requirements and the chart below.

The #1 Question About Taxes in the U.S.

Q: I’'m not a U.S. citizen, so why do | need to do this?

A: The US government might owe you a refund. If you don’t ask for it, you won’t get it. If
you ever apply for a future visa, status or a Green Card, all tax records will be required for
every year. Filing a tax form each year is the law for everyone in the U.S., regardless of
income or employment.
