alternate insurance coverage): Friday, Sept. 4th. 

Action Required: 

1. Log into your student account on Banweb and pay the additional balance.

• Undergraduate: 12 hours, Fall and Spring | Graduate: 9 hours, Fall and Spring 
• Due to the pandemic, the gov’t has authorized additional online courses beyond the 

usual limits in order to maintain full-time enrollment. Please contact us if you have 
questions during these unusual enrollment circumstances about requirements. 

• ISAP will conduct enrollment audits in October and December to ensure compliance.
