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ABoUT THE UNIVERSITY OF WEST (GEORGIA

The University of West Georgia hasbeen abeacon forlearning
since 1906. Originally founded asan agricultural and mechanical
school, the institution became a two-year college and charter
member of the University System of Georgiain 1933.1In 1957,
itexpanded to afour-year institution and received university
statusin 1996. Today, UWG isaleading residential, doctoral
comprehensive university that offers abroad undergraduate and
graduate curriculum based on aliberal arts foundation.

AtUWG, studentsare positioned to launch their careers upon
graduation—if notbefore. In 2021, UWG began implementing
its strategic plan for 2021-26, titled “Becoming UWG.” With
members of the university community dedicating themselves to
the curation of a first-choice university, the plan establishes a path
for theinstitution’slong-term growth and excellence.

Withan enrollmentof more than 12,700 during the fall 2023
semester, UWG currently offers 106 programs of study, including
two two-year degrees, 46 at the bachelor’s degree level, 24 at the
master’s level, sixat the specialist level, five at the doctoral level, and
13 post-baccalaureate, six undergraduate, and four post-master’s
certificates. The university pridesitself on adiverse student body,
asstudents come from most counties in Georgia, as well as from 31
other statesand 62 other countries.

TrRADITIONS OF COMMENCEMENT

AcAaDEMIC REGALIA

The academic regalia worn by today’s participants dates back to the
Middle Ages. The clergy were the literate class, so early academic
costumes were clerical. The monk’s habitand cowl worn over the
head were predecessors of the modern black gowns. Hoods and
capes were also necessary during European winters because the
buildings where scholarslived and studied were cold.

Over time, gown styles became standardized for the three types

of degrees. Those holding the bachelor’s degree weara gown
distinguished by long, pointed sleeves. Master’sand specialist
degree candidates wear the traditional black gown with full-length
squaresleeves. The doctor’s gown is faced with a broad strip of velvet
and has three horizontal velvet bars on each sleeve.

The greatest symbolism is shown by the hood. The bachelor’s hood
is three feet long with a three-inch band of velvet. The master’s

and specialisthood is three-and-one-halffeetlong, faced with a
three-inch band of velvet. The doctor’shood is four feetlong, faced
with a five-inch band of velvet. The color of the velvet band on the
hood indicates the field of study in which the degree was earned
orgranted, and the hood islined with the color of the university
granting the degree.
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UWG has many ways for students to become involved on campus.
The university hosts more than 170 registered organizationsin
addition to many intramural and recreational sports. Effective
July 1,2024, UWG will elevate to compete in NCAA Division

I Athletics asa member of the Atlantic Sun Conference. The
university fields eight women’sand five men’s intercollegiate
athletics teams, as well as co-ed and all-female cheerleading squads.

Hall, home of the Richards College of Business. The university is
currently renovating the Humanities Building, home to programs
inart, English, film studies, history, language, performingarts, and
philosophy. UWG Newnan hasalso expanded itslocation at the
historic Newnan Hospital, and more course options are becoming

available at UWG Douglasville.

THE MACE

During the Middle Ages, the mace wasaweapon used in battle,
butas newer and more powerful military arms developed, itwas
adopted by academiaas asymbol of the power of ideas, truth, and
wisdom. In modern times, the mace is carried to symbolize the
unityand aspirations of the collegial community.

The mace is constructed of cherry wood, black walnut, hand-
turned walnut, and walnut burl. The institution’s seal adorns the
head of the mace and complements the presidential medallion.
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
